In preparation for the carnival, students will be practising for the cross country as part of our PE and

LIBRARY BUZZ 

Library borrowing has commenced for the year and students are able to enjoy books they  

take home each week or fortnight from our library. Books may be borrowed for a period of  

up to 2 weeks, after which they should be returned or re-borrowed. The following limits 

apply for borrowing: 

K = 1 book      Yrs 1 & 2 = 2 books           Yrs 3 & 4 = 3 books       Yrs 5 & 6 = 4 books 

  

 It is important for all students to have a library bag in order to borrow. A pillow case or shopping bags 

are good alternatives. A library bag helps students transport the borrowed books safely to and from 

home and also allows students to have a defined location for storing books when at home, to avoid 
them getting mixed up with family owned books. 



We are very excited to announce that the new Australian Children’s Laureate for 2020-2021 is Ursula 

Dubosarsky. We congratulate her on the role as we farewell the outgoing Laureate, Morris Gleitzman. 

Ursula is a well-known and well-loved Australian author of over 60 books ranging from children’s picture 
books to non-fiction books on the English language.

When logging into Qkr! for the first time this year, you will be prompted to update your child ’s year and 

class. It’s also a great time to check your payment details are up to date. This helps us to deliver lunch 
orders and uniforms to the right class. 

Canteen orders need to be placed by 9am each morning. If ordering recess and lunch, they MUST be 

placed as 2 separate orders otherwise it is processed as a lunch order and your child will miss out on 

receiving their recess order at recess. Also, please remind your child, they need to pick up their recess 
order from the canteen while lunch orders are delivered to classrooms.
